THIS SURVEY. THE VACATED ROAD POSED A PROBLEM AS TO HOW THE VACATED ROAD
WOULD BE SPLIT BY THE ADJOINING LOTS. A NORMAL ROAD VACATION WOULD HAVE
AFFECTED LOT LINES RUN AT RIGHT ANGLES TO THE ROAD AND EXTENDED FROM

THE LOT CORNERS TO THE CENTER OF THE VACATED ROAD. IN THIS CASE THERE f
ARE NO ADJOINERS TO THE NORTH OF THE ROAD. SO THE PROBLEM WAS TO GIVE
AFFECTED LOTS THEIR FAIR SHARE OF THE ROAD. I FIRST COMPUTED THE CENTER
OF CUL-DE-SAC AS SHOWN. FROM THE NE CORNER OF LOT 18 COMPUTED A LINE
